BIG IDEA 
If we live with a “finish line” mentality in our faith, we run the risk of thinking we’ve arrived. Pastor 
Daniel reminds us that there is no finish line when it comes to our faith. There is always more with 
God. God has a way of leading us to places that put us in over our heads, so we can grow 
through it.

stop but move forward? What is something that you quit that you need to restart? 

• What will it take for you to be “a new me in ‘23”? How will you grow through the year?
